Marjani Institute of History of the Academy of Sciences of the
Republic of Tatarstan will hold the Il International Scientific Conference ‘The Great Patriotic
War of 1941-1945 in the Fates of Peoples and Regions’ in Kazan, that is dedicated to the 80th
anniversary of the Victory in the Great Patriotic War.

The following main topics of the conference:

— historiography and source studies of the history of the Great Patriotic War: new approaches
and directions of scientific research;

— participation of the Red Army, Navy and other military units in the battles during the Great
Patriotic War;

— participation of the peoples of the USSR in the Great Patriotic War, national and religious
policy of the USSR and its implementation in the regions during the war years;

— military economy and labor feats during the war, evacuation and re-evacuation processes;

—social and cultural processes in the rear during the war years;

— anti-fascist resistance and various forms of assistance to the front in the regions;

— mobilization and reorganization of science and education during the war years;

— power and society: the transformation of relationships during the war years;

— participants and events of the Great Patriotic War in the memory and memorial culture.

Following participants can take part in the conference: researchers and museum’s staff,
university professors and postgraduate students.

Please send an application to the organizing committee by September 30, 2024. The
application must indicate your full last name, first name and patronymic, academic degree, academic
title, position and place of work, topic of the report and a brief abstract (up to 300 words), email
address and phone number, form of participation (in person/online), and the needs for reimbursement
of travel expenses. Applications should be made by filling out a Google form at the following
address: https://forms.gle/ka85dcrftagBuZY16. Papers for publication are accepted until
December 25, 2024 by e-mail conf_history@mail.ru. The publication of conference materials is
expected before the beginning of conference with indexing in the Russian Science Citation Index
system.

The organizing committee reserves the right to select conference participants and materials for
publication. All submitted materials will be peer-reviewed and checked for plagiarism/self-
plagiarism. The organizing committee rejects materials received after the deadline, materials which
do not correspond to the declared topic, scientific level and academic standards. The organizing
committee does not enter into correspondence with the authors of rejected materials.

The organizing committee has the opportunity to partially reimburse travel expenses for some
participants.

The working languages of the conference is Russian and English. Time for presentation: at the
plenary session — up to 15 minutes, at the sectional sessions — up to 10 minutes.

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Requirements for paper formatting

Files are accepted in MS Word format (doc, docx, rtf), the file name should include author's
last name: Ivanov-paper.doc. The paper should be no more, than 15 to 40 thousand characters with
spaces. Only original manuscripts that have not previously been published in other scientific journals
are accepted for publication in the collection of papers (the recommended originality level is not less
than 60%).

Page parameters. Margins on all sides are 2 cm. Pages are not numbered.

Paper text formatting. Font — Times New Roman, 14 font size, line spacing — 1.5; paragraph
indent — 1.25 cm. The UDC index is placed in the upper left corner. On the next line to the right — the
initials and last name of the author (in italics). Below in the center — the title of the paper (in capital
letters, bold). After one line — a brief abstract (at least 5-6 sentences) and keywords (up to 5
words/phrases) in Russian. Then, after one line, the main text of the paper. References to the used
sources and literature are given in the text of the paper in square brackets with the number from the
list of sources and literature and the page/sheet, for example: [1, p. 150]. If it is necessary to refer to
several books or sources, the references are separated by a semicolon: [1, p. 150; 2, p. 10-11]. The
text may contain black-and-white images (graphs, diagrams, etc.) and tables. Figures and tables are
numbered and must have an independent title. Table titles are placed above them. Images are not
inserted into the text and have to be sent as separate files (see below for file requirements). At the
intended insertion point, the title of the figure is placed in the center on a separate line in italics: Fig.
1. Scheme... Under the figures and tables there should be an indication of the sources used in their
compilation, or a reference to the source of borrowing (place of first publication): [Compiled
according to: 1, pp. 168-172; 2, p. 12-21] or [Source: 1, p. 221].

Design of the list of sources and literature. The list of sources and literature is given after the
text of the paper in alphabetical order with sequential numbering. Each item in the list should include
only one publication or archival file. When referring to archives, the name of the archive should be
written in full at the first mention. The bibliographic description is given in accordance with the
current standard and, in addition to the author(s), title and place of publication, should include the
name of the publisher, the names of the editors (for collections) and the total number of pages (for
books) or the page interval (for papers). If there is a Digital Object Identifier (DOI), information
about it is given after the bibliographic description in the link format: https://doi.org/10.7256/2585-
7797.2022.3.38460. Links to electronic resources must contain the full title of the work and a link to a
specific page with the date of access.

Illustrations. Black-and-white illustrations (graphs, diagrams, etc.) are allowed in the text of
the paper. They should be sent as separate files in Jpg format with a resolution of 300 dpi, names
should include author's last name and the figure number in the text: Ivanov-Figure-1.jpg; lvanov-
Figure-2.jpg. Figure titles are placed in the text of the paper on a separate line in italics (see above).

After the list of sources and literature, the paper data is given in English in the same order and
style as in Russian at the beginning of the paper: the author's initials and surname, the title of the
paper, annotation, keywords. In the next line, should be full information about the author in Russian
and English: Surname, first name and patronymic (in full), academic degree, academic title, position,
place of work, country, city, e-mail.
